The main tasks of Federal Hydrometeorological Institute is firstly to produce and secondly issue and
disseminate forecast and warnings for upcoming hydro-meteorological phenomena, seizmological and
astronomical phenomena. The FHMI produces weather forecast for public, governments, local authorities, radio,
media.

The climate services provided by FHMI are mainly monthly statistics and climatological summaries, and they are
disseminated via bulletins and Internet. FHMI publishes every 10 days an agro-meteorological bulletin, reporting
relevant data from 11 synoptic stations. Hydrological Sector has playing a role of B&H National Reference
Centre for Water in international EIONET structure. Hydrological Sector performs measurements of surface
water flow and river cross section elements. At present, data on water level are collected for more than 40
locations on FB&H territory.

The FHMI continually has overlooked the air quality status on B&H area since 1967. The air quality data that
collect in Environment Sector send to EIONET. The Institute negotiates cadastral register of hybrid emission in
air, since 1981. Daily air quality information from the Sarajevo-Bjelave automatic station is available on the
Internet.
